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The town is very different from most. For example, the fast long-tailed boats that whisk you along the many "klongs", out of reach of the traffic jams on the roads. Food stalls abound on the pavements of the towns.
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There is plenty to see around town. Like the stalls full of interesting fruit (rambutans here). The Tumpnak Thai in Bangkok is claimed to be the biggest restaurant in the world. Certainly all the waitresses wear roller skates and whiz along the wooden decks built over ornamental ponds. 
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
