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The flag of Thailand is made up of five horizontal stripes, with blue as the center, red as the outside borders and white filling the rest of the space in between. The two red stripes that are the borders for the flag are a symbol of the livelihood of the Thai people. The white stands for the purity of the Buddhist faith in Thailand and the blue represent the monarchy. The white stripes were added to the first flag, which was just red and featured and elephant, during World War I. Originally the flag did not include the blue stripe at the center, but in 1917, Thailand wanted to match the Allies and therefore made their flag the traditional red, white and blue.
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
